As we begin preparations for our budget for the upcoming fiscal
year (07/01/09-06/30/10), I'd like to inform you of the actual numbers
for borrowed materials, programs sessions/attendees, computer
users, Youth Study Center visitors, and community groups who used
our space during the Library’s fiscal year 07/01/07-06/30/08.
